CALL TO ORDER


Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 9:03 a.m.

MINUTES OF MARCH 4, 2008:
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Philip Anson, MD.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:


New Legislation: Ann Leblanc, Ph.D., Director of State Forensic Services at the Maine Department of Health and Human Services discussed with the Committee Public Law, Chapter 472, 123rd Maine State Legislature, An Act To Expand The Pool Of Qualified Mental Health Examiners For Purposes Of Involuntary Treatment (34-B MRSA, §3864, 4,A). The law adds certified nurse practitioners and registered physician assistants to the list of clinicians who may perform the required examination. Dr. Leblanc said she would be willing to provide training to interested PA’s, including how to testify in court. The Committee observed that a Physician Assistant could potentially practice outside the scope of the Plan Of Supervision, particularly if the PA was trained to do the examinations but the primary supervising physician was not. Dr. Leblanc will address that issue with her employing agency.
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Board Response To PA Committee Schedule II Motion of March 4, 2008: Motion was made by Tamas Peredy, MD and seconded by Philip Anson, MD to create a subcommittee made up of PA Committee members and potentially others to address the request by the Board to review the current Plan-Of-Supervision process and provide a framework to make recommendations to the Board. The subcommittee would be available to review other matters referred by the PA Committee. All but Jeffrey Handler, MD voted in favor of the motion.

Board Response To PA Committee Quorum Request: The Board has denied the Committee’s request to amend Chapter 2 to reduce the quorum. Chairperson Laliberte urged all Committee members who are able to attend scheduled Committee meetings.

Schedule II Log Discussion: This matter was deferred to subcommittee level to evaluate and report back to the PA Committee.


Supervision Limit Discussion: This matter was deferred to subcommittee level to evaluate and report back to the PA Committee.

Schedule II Authority Types: The PA Committee approved the concept and suggested a revision of Type 4.
