CALL TO ORDER.
Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:09 A.M.
MINUTES of March 2, 2010.
Motion was made by Philip Anson, MD to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Erich Fogg, PA-C. The motion passed unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS. 

New Member Packet.
Committee Chair, Lorraine Laliberte assembled a very useful instructional document to briefly describe functions of the Committee. The Osteopathic Board’s representative’s seat on the Committee will be added to the document. The Committee members present wish to continue to see the Complaint Reporter Worksheet with every complaint to be reviewed.
Schedule II Unlimited Prescribing
Dr. Jones reported that the Board Of Licensure In Medicine (Board) has voted to accept the Committee’s recommendation that P.A. Schedule II requests be accepted, and authority be granted, for blanket Schedule II prescribing authority by category (Pain, ADHD/Psychiatric or both) – not to include Methadone – and without delineation of the number of prescriptions anticipated to be issued. 
Public Access To Schedule II Authority.
When the Board migrates to its new database around the end of 2011 the identity of PA’s with Schedule II authority will be publicly accessible. 
P.A. Employment Of Supervising MD
In May 2010, the Board moved to direct the Committee to develop language to amend the Chapter 2 Rules to prohibit P.A.-owned practices from employing the PA’s primary supervising physician. 
Motion was made by Marty McIntyre and seconded by Tamas Peredy, MD that the Board adopt the prohibitive language in the osteopathic Board’s Chapter 2 Rule. The motion passed unanimously.



Plan Of Supervision Template
Of the 273 PA’s who renewed their licenses this year, 52 of them used the new Plan Of Supervision Template. This number does not include those PA’s and practices which used the Template as a guide, but assembled its contents in their own format or under their own letterhead.

Plan Of Supervision Instructions

In response to a request from DEAPA, the Downeast Association Of Physician Assistants, the Committee voted to amend the Plan Of Supervision.
Motion was made by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C and seconded by Erich Fogg, PA-C to amend the language in item 3 by replacing the words “This form…” with “A Plan Of Supervision…”. The motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Philip Anson, MD and seconded by Erich Fogg, PA-C to amend the language in item 2 to replace the word “must” with the word “should”. The motion passed unanimously.
Revise Chapter 2.
The Committee expects that Chapter 2 will be opened up for changes and public comment in the Fall of 2010. Committee members requested that they be individually placed on a list of interested parties.
Committee Chair Nominations

Nominations for next Chair and staggering of term limits were discussed. The Committee wants to try to assure seamless continuity of institutional knowledge of its members. If positions term out, it becomes the prerogative of the Board to either recruit replacements or allow the position to continue to serve. Members interested in the Chair position should submit requests to Committee staff to schedule a vote.
