CALL TO ORDER.
Erich Fogg, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:07 A.M.

Motion was made by  Gregg Christensen, PA-c to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Marty McIntyre. The motion passed unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS. 

PA’s as Medicolegal Investigators
Michael J. Ferenc, MD of the Office Of  Chief Medical Examiner appeared before the Committee to express an interest in whether PA-C’s may wish to expand their practices to include medicolegal investigation in Maine, including issuing medical examiner death certificates, which, according to Dr. Ferenc, are in a category by themselves. Training and initial accompaniment would be provided.
Committee Member Candidates
The hiring subcommittee reported on its interviews of the talented candidates for a position on the Committee. All brought with them tremendous capabilities and backgrounds.

Motion was made by Tamas Peredy, MD to nominate Ronald Oldfield, PA-C for appointment by the Board Of Licensure In Medicine to serve on the Committee The motion was seconded by Christopher Ross, PA-C. The motion passed unanimously. 
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to nominate E. Victoria Grover, PA-C for appointment by the Board to replace him on the Committee when his term is due to expire in December 2011. The motion was seconded by Marty McIntyre. The motion passed unanimously. 
Both Erich Fogg, PA-C and Christopher Ross, PA-C expressed a desire to be re-nominated by the Board for a second term.
PA Ownership of Medical Practices
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C and seconded by Christopher Ross, PA-C  to make a Committee Amendment to Chapter 2: Delete section 3, page 11 (“Prohibited Physician Assistant Conduct”) and replace with new language – “Physician Assistants are required to disclose to the Board any financial relationship where the PA’s supervising physician is directly compensated by: the PA whom he/she is supervising; or a business owned by the PA whom he/she is supervising.  When such a disclosure is made, the Board may require the physician/PA to appear before it for an interview.”   
The motion passed unanimously.

DEAPA Presentation 
Erika Pierce presented an Issue Brief from the American Academy Of Physician Assistants entitled “The Six Key Elements Of A Modern Physician Assistant Practice Act”. The Board’s recommended Plan Of Supervision template was also discussed. The link on the Board’s website will be clarified to indicate the Plan Of Supervision template is recommended, not mandatory.

Ongoing PA Certification
Discussed was whether to add in to the Chapter 2 revisions the requirement for PA’s to maintain NCCPA certification as a condition of continued licensure. No conclusion was drawn.
Resignation Of Tamas Peredy, MD
Dr. Peredy announced he will not seek renomination by the Board to a second term on the Committee. Members and staff expressed their appreciation and gratitude to Dr. Peredy for his outstanding service to the Committee.
