CALL TO ORDER.

Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:02 a.m.

MINUTES OF December 2, 2008.
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to accept the minutes of the meeting of December 2, 2008. The motion was seconded by Philip Anson, MD.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS.
Online Renewals:  Mr. Sprague reported that the application is being developed and a May 2009 implementation is planned.
Plan of Supervision:  Informational discussion about the PA Committee - proposed new Plan Of Supervision. Responses from renewing PA’s have been generally favorable and constructive. The Committee asked for the proposed Plan Of Supervision to be made available on the Board’s web site, with the ability enabled to complete it online before downloading. Also, the Committee will resume reviewing randomly selected Plans Of Supervision and may devise a grading system.
Schedule II Application:  Motion made by Philip Anson, MD and seconded by Jeffrey Handler, MD to request of the Board Of Medicine to allow Board-approved PA’s to write prescriptions for acute pain in limited quantities rather than for one week, without a time restriction, and to change the definition of chronic pain to being pain management that exceeds 3 months time. The motion passed. Simon P. Shaffer, PA-C abstained from voting. All other members voted in favor.
 

Revised Form C:  The Form C, which is the form to register and terminate a supervisory relationship, was recently revised. The association of hospital credentialers, The Maine Association Of Medical Staff Services (MeAMSS) was contacted and, following their response, the registration of an Organized Health Care Delivery System was deleted from the form, as no one seems to use that registration. Also highlighted on the Form C is the requirement to advise the Board of the termination of supervisory MD relationships. This was an informational discussion.
Physician Monitoring Program (PMP):  The Committee may be interested in pursuing requiring PA’s to register with the Office Of Substance Abuse’s PMP database. The Committee requested contact with the PMP coordinator to address its functionality, and asked for a report when next the Committee meets on June 2, 2009.
