CALL TO ORDER.
Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:12 A.M.
MINUTES of March 2, 2010.
Motion was made by Philip Anson, MD to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Tamas Peredy, MD. The motion passed unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS. 

University of New England Member
The Committee welcomed Carrie L. Frederick, MD, Interim U.N.E. Medical Director. Dr. Frederick temporarily replaces Jeffrey B. Handler, MD as the U.N.E. representative. 

Motion was made by Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C and seconded by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C that the U.N.E. Medical Director or his or her designee will represent U.N.E. on the Committee. The motion carried with all but Erich Fogg, PA-C supporting the motion.
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C and seconded by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C that the U.N.E. Medical Director or designee be a voting member of the Committee. The motion passed unanimously.
Chairperson Candidates
Chair Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C called for nominees for a Committee Chairperson to begin serving in March 2011.
Motion was made by Tamas Peredy, MD and seconded by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C to nominate Erich Fogg, PA-C and to close the nominations. The motion carried unanimously.
Committee Member Candidates
Three Committee seats become vacant at the end of December 2010. Members terming out may continue to serve until the Board of Licensure In Medicine appoints replacements. Seamless continuity of institutional knowledge is the goal. Following its recent outreach, the Committee received one application for membership. The Committee expects to receive more applications for seats and expects to review all applications at its next meeting on December 7, 2010. The Board will announce the vacancies in the next edition of its Boardnotes publication. Downeast Association of Physician Assistants (DEAPA) and Maine Medical Association will also be notified of the need.
Chapter 2 Rules
Motion was made by Marty McIntyre and seconded by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to appoint a Subcommittee of at least three Committee members to review known proposed changes to Chapter 2 and to advise DEAPA of its proposals two weeks prior to the December 7, 2010 Committee meeting so DEAPA may also comment early in the process. Following discussion the motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C and seconded by Marty McIntyre to nominate Erich Fogg, PA-C as Chair of the Chapter 2 Rules Revision Subcommittee. The motion passed unanimously.



PA Schedule II Draft Policy
The Committee reviewed the draft policy which was to be presented to the Board for a vote on September 14, 2010.
Committee Liability Protection
The Committee was advised its members are covered against Tort Claims liability.
DEAPA Memo
The Committee reviewed the memo of June 14, 2010 which was sent by Bill Bisbee, DEAPA President to all DEAPA members.
Revised Schedule II Application
The Board recently agreed to remove the requirement for requesters of Schedule II authority to list the specific drugs and the prescribing frequency on the application. The Board saw the 6-month review of the PA’s Prescription Monitoring Program history as a key impetus for removing those requirements. That 6-month review is a component of the proposed Plan Of Supervision template.
