Dr, Hatfield seconded
the motion, which passed unanimously.

CR 08-051 THOMAS A. TARTER, M.D.

Ms. Holmes moved to order an Adjudicatory Hearing in the matter of Thomas A. Tarter,
M.D. (CR 08-051). Dr. Gleaton seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
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CR 08-197 PAUL M. LABAND. M.D.

Dr. Dreher moved to dismiss Board complaint CR 08-179 against Paul M. Laband, M.D.,
with a letter of guidance. Dr. Hatfield seconded the motion, which passed 8-0-1.

In this complex case, another treating physician believed Dr. Leband’s patient was mis-using
her prescribed opioid. Initially Dr. Laband felt there were other medical circumstances that
might explain the observed problems. It was not until a second inpatient stay that the mis-use
problem was proved and acknowledged by the patient. There was also some concern
regarding Dr. Leband’s knowledge of the pharmacology of this particular opioid.

A subsequent review of Dr. Leband’s office practice revealed some areas in need of
remediation but on the whole the practice was doing well and appeared open to further
suggestions for improving the safety and monitoring of patients being provided opioids
chronically.

Dr. Leband is urged to continue to improve his practice patterns and his knowledge of opioid
pharmacology. He is also urged to maintain close collaboration with other physicians who
are engaged in the care of his chronic pain patients as part of this monitoring process.

CR 08-375 CATHRINE G. HAWTHORNE, M.D.

Ms. Holmes moved to order an Adjudicatory Hearing in the matter of CR 08-375 Catherine
G. Hawthorne, M.D. Dr. Dumont seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

CR 08-005 ROBERT P. DOYLE., M.D.

Ms. Clukey moved to unset the Adjudicatory Hearing in the matter of CR 08-005 Robert P.
Doyle, M.D. Ms. Holmes seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

After review of additional documents, Ms. Clukey moved to order an Adjudicatory Hearing
in the matter of CR 08-005 Robert P. Dovle, M.D. Dr. Dumont seconded the motion, which
passed 8-1.

COMPLAINT STATUS REPORT (FYI)

REVIEW DRAFT LETTERS OF GUIDANCE

Dr. Gleaton moved to'accept the letters of guidance as edited. Dr. Hatfield seconded the
motion, which passed unanimously.

G. CONSUMER ASSISTANT FEEDBACK (FYT)

NEW COMPLAINTS

A. CR08-352
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Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 08-352. Dr. Hatfield seconded the motion, which passed
8-0-0-1 with Dr. Onion recused.

The complaint is that the physician over prescribed anti-seizure medications. However, there
is no indication that the doctor has either seen the patient personally or co-signed a record
from another provider. The patient was seen by a nurse practitioner and the complaint will
be forwarded to the appropriate board.

B. CR 08-429

Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 08-429. Dr. Dreher seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

The patient accuses the physician of fraudulently billing her insurance company for an office
visit by selecting an inappropriate code. In addition, she asserts it is unprofessional of the
physician not to discuss billing issues with patients. The physician’s response shows the
coding was approved by her billing office, by the insurance company, and by an outside
coder’s audit, suggesting the patient does not fully understand the different ways criteria for
the code in question may be fulfilled. The physician explains that discussing billing disputes
with patients can complicate unnecessarily the doctor-patient relationship, and that this
possibility is one important reason for maintaining a separate billing department.

C. CR 08-439

Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 08-439. Dr. Dumont seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

The complaint regards incompetent treatment of an 88 year old woman with cardiac, brain,
and GI symptomatology. She was admitted to the hospital with an elevated white count.

Orders and notes document discontinuation of antibiotics in order to get blood cultures for a
possible diagnosis of SBE.

An initial diagnosis of colo-vaginal fistula was shown to be incorrect. The redness of leg and
abdomen was initially felt to be traumatic but was later diagnosed as cellulitis. The
antibiotics were restarted after the 24 hours necessary to obtain 3 blood cultures.

The record does not support the allegation of incompetent care.

D. CR 08-441

Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 08-441. Ms. Holmes seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.
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The patient had an evaluation of his submandibular gland and duct. The patient was given
prescriptions and a return appointment which he did not keep. He later noted a problem,
called the office, and was immediately seen.

The physician admits he could not find a precise reason for the patient’s complaint, but
thought that it might be infectious and so gave an antibiotic prescription. The patient then
apparently became “upset” at the lack of a precise diagnosis and the visit went rapidly
downhill to the extent that the patient had to be escorted from the office.

The patient did not reply to the physician’s response to the complaint which, together with
the medical records, supports dismissal.

E. CR 08-470

Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 08-470. Ms. Clukey seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

The complainant alleges that 10 years ago she went to the physician for a consultation and
referral, but was tricked into submitting to a physical examination. The complainant alleges
that during the physical examination, the physician assaulted her and “stabbed out her left
ovary.” The physician responded that she had recently retired, and that the patient’s records
were destroyed. The physician denied any memory of the events as alleged by the
complainant, denied that she would ever have assaulted a patient, and noted that it was not
medically possible to “stab out” an ovary during a physical examination.

F. CR08-472

Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 08-472. Dr. Dumont seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

The crux of this case is the patient accuses the physician of discharging him unethically and
with discrimination from her practice because he is on Medicare. The physician’s response
makes it clear that the patient refused multiple times to come in for the lab work necessary
for monitoring potential toxicity and actual efficacy of medications, and that she believes it is
unethical and unprofessional to continue prescribing his medications without such
monitoring. She provided the patient ample and proper warning of discharge and a 30 day
prescription renewal to cover his transition to another practice.

G. CR09-002

Dr. Nyberg moved to dismiss CR 09-002. Ms. Holmes seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

The complainant alleges someone in the physician’s office gained access to his electronic
medical records. The allegation is correct. A personal friend of the complainant, who is
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employed by the physician, with the assistance of the practice receptionist who had a hospital
CPSI log in code, gained access to the patient’s laboratory record. This breach of
confidentiality was duly reported to the hospital and to the physician. The event was
investigated and resolved two years ago. The complainant was never a patient in the
physician’s practice, the physician personally had no records of the patient, and the physician
was not present in the office when the breach occurred. The two employees have been
reprimanded and have remained in good standing since this episode. It is not clear why the
complaint has been filed at this time, two years on, with no additional factual information.

H. CR 08-449 WILLIAM E. HERBERT, M.D.

Dr. Gleaton moved to dismiss CR 08-449 in the matter of William E. Herbert, M.D., with a
letter of guidance. Dr. Hatfield seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

The physician filled out his recent license renewal inaccurately by not reporting certain facts,
including malpractice information. He takes responsibility for these errors, but the Board
relies on and requires accuracy from physicians with regard to licensing.

[. CRO08-377 ROGELIO J. NARANJA, JR.. M.D.

Dr. Hatfield moved to order to Adjudicatory Hearing in the matter of Rogelio J. Naranja, Jr.,
M.D. (CR 08-377) and to consolidate it with a licensing matter already scheduled for an
Adjudicatory Hearing. Dr. Dreher seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

I. CR 08-378

Dr. Dreher moved to dismiss CR 08-378. Dr. Nyberg seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

This complaint arose after the physician was dismissed by a hospital system for various
concerns regarding record keeping and the provision of adequate care. These concerns were
based on a record review showing a number of inadequacies of documentation in a recently
initiated electronic medical record system.

The physician’s transition into this electronic medical record system was complicated
because the hospital did not provide the physician access her prior written records while she
was learning to use this new approach to record keeping.

The physician’s explanation, which is supported by an independent evaluation ordered by the
Board, emphasizes a style of practice focused on long term patient relationships. This style of
practice relies on an extensive knowledge base maintained in the physician’s memory but not
fully documented in the record on each visit. The hazard of this approach is the potential for
not tracking areas of possible risk, but there is no known pattern of recurrent adverse
outcomes for her patients while the physician was using her written records.

K. CR 08-425
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~ Dr. Onion moved to investigate further CR 08-425. Dr. Nyberg seconded the motion, which
passed unanimously.

L. CR08-446

Drt. Dreher moved to investigate further CR 08-446. Dr. Nyberg seconded the motion, which
passed §8-0-0-1 with Dr. Onion recused.

M. CR 08-353

Dr. Dumont moved to dismiss CR 08-353. Dr. Nyberg seconded the motion, which passed
unanimously.

This complaint came from the daughter of a patient, with whom the patient lives, who was
concerned that the doctor’s office was not managing her mother’s blood pressure well. The
patient was found by another physician to have an elevated blood pressure and the patient
had difficulty getting an appointment, getting calls returned, and getting prescriptions
renewed. A review of records indicates some discrepancy between the alleged number of
calls and the number of calls logged by the practice but the practice admits there was a delay
in calling in some prescriptions. The care otherwise seems timely and appropriate. The
practice states it is making changes to improve phone communication.

N. CR 08-404

Dr. Dreher moved to dismiss CR 08-404. Dr. Nyberg seconded the motion, which passed
unantmously.

In this unfortunate case, the patient had been on potentially addicting medications for a
number of years prior to seeing this physician, whom the patient accuses of causing him
significant cognitive damage. Over the years of treatment, attempts were made to replace the
medications of concern; however, managing these medications was complicated by the
patient altering his medication regimens without prior consultation with the staff. There were
trials with a range of medications and ECT with documented temporary improvement;
nevertheless, the patient has developed a firm conviction that the treatments were wrongfully
initiated and ultimately damaged him. His belief exists in spite of several consultations by
other professionals, and treatment for a time by an independent outside treating physician
who followed a similar treatment plan without complaint. The patient underwent a specific
evaluation that did not find concrete evidence of persistent cognitive loss. The Board finds
no basis for a conclusion that this physician caused this patient significant cognitive damage.

0. CR 08-415

Dr. Onion moved to dismiss CR 08-415. Dr. Dreher seconded the motion which passed 6-3.
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A patient complained of a doctor’s office’s multiple deferrals of her initial consultative visit,
perceived rudeness which she attributed to her insurance status, and a poor surgical outcome.
The surgeon and his office acknowledged unusual scheduling changes, dented insurance
status influence, and regretted not making offers of free surgical revisions more clear. The
Board understands how the patient was upset by this experience. However, these
misunderstandings, while probably avoidable, do not rise to a level requiring discipline.

Dr. Dreher seconded the motion,
which passed unanimously.
