CALL TO ORDER.

Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:08 a.m.

MINUTES OF August 26, 2008.
Motion was made by Jeffrey Handler, MD to accept the minutes of the meeting of August 26, 2008. The motion was seconded by Philip Anson, MD.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS.
PA subcommittee – The PA subcommittee meet on October 20, 2008 to discuss the following topics - Plan of Supervision construct, Schedule II Log, and the Office Of Substance Abuse’s Prescription Monitoring Program. The members of the subcommittee are Greg Christensen PA-C, Simon Shaffer PA-C, Philip Anson, MD, Lorraine Laliberte PA-C, Tamas Peredy, MD and Erich Fogg, PA-C who is the representive for the subcommittee. No date was set for the next subcommittee meeting, but when it next meets, members will discuss Plan Of Supervision review at PA Committee meetings.
Plan of Supervision: Random audits of Plans of Supervision (POS) in use found that certain POS are inadequately constructed, and may not even contain all the necessary elements and technical requirements of supervision. The PA Committee recommends developing and using a standard Plan Of Supervision (POS), adding the following items to the current example of the POS in Chapter 2: Quarterly meetings between PA and supervisor, to include defined elements of performance evaluation, a Prescription Monitoring Program report review, and a 10% chart review. 
A final copy of a standard POS will be presented for Rulemaking. Meanwhile, a sample POS will be mailed out in the 2009 Renewal packets, requesting that PA’s renewing their licenses try this form.

Motion made by Gregg Christensen, PA and seconded by Marty McIntyre to accept the reviewed and rewritten Plan Of Supervision and to direct staff to bring the revised document and a draft cover letter advocating for its use to the BOLIM for its approval. The motion passed unanimously.
Schedule II Application - The schedule II application was reviewed. The Committee discussed the offer of Type 4 prescribing authority, i.e. for Opioid Maintenance Therapy, and after discussion, recommended that it be removed. No Maine-licensed PA’s are currently approved to write for methadone. A check with US DEA confirmed that PA’s who have requested and been granted Schedule II authority on their DEA registration may prescribe methadone for pain only. The discussion went on about PA’s prescribing for pain in a narcotic treatment facility, and it was generally agreed that that does not happen, so the Committee recommends removing Type 4 from the application, and removing that phrase from the underlined section at the top of the front page.
Motion made by Gregg Christensen, PA and seconded by Philip Anson, MD. The motion passed unanimously.

The PA Advisory Committee entered into Executive Session in order to review confidential complaints against Physician Assistants.
