This document is a Consent Agreement between A. Reid Allison, Jr., M.D.,
the State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of
Maine Department of Attorney General, pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(A-1) and
32 M.RS.A. § 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. On or about January 1, 1990, Dr. Allison’s admitting privileges at Center
Community Hospital, Pennsylvania, were revoked.

2. In July, 1993, Dr. Allison applied for a temporary license in Maine. In
response to a question which asked whether any medical staff privileges which had
previously been granted were suspended, restricted or withdrawn involuntarily,

Dr. Allison replied “No.” The correct answer was “Yes.”

i In 1994, Dr. Allison applied for a permanent Maine license. He
answered “Yes” to the question which asked whether any hospital privileges had
been suspended, restricted or withdr'awn voluntarily. In explanation of this answer,
Dr. Allison stated that he had previously and inadvertently answered this question
“No” when the correct answer was “Yes.”

4. In 1994, Dr. Allison applied for a medical license in Montana. On July

29, 1994, the Montana Board of Medical Examiners initially denied Dr. Allison’s
