On August 12, 1992, the Maine Board of Registration in
Medicine conducted an Adjudicatory Hearing against you in regards
to your having violated the Maine Medical Practice Act and the'
Maine Board of Registration in Medicine rules and regulations.
In particular, the Board alleged that you failed to respond to a
consumer complaint filed by a and that you failed
to appear for an Informal Conference with the Board after having
been notified to appear for such a conference.

After hearing the evidence, the Board found you guilty of
the charges and ordered that you receive a Letter of Warning and
pay a fine of $100. This letter will constitute your Letter of
Warning.

You should immediately forward to the Board a certified or
bank check made payable to the Treasurer, State of Maine for the
sum of $100. This will constitute the payment of your fine.

Under Maine law, the Board of Registration in Medicine is
required to investigate all complaints regarding noncompliance
with or violations of the Maine Medical Practice Act or any rules
and regulations adopted by the Board. This applies to all
complaints, no matter how trivial or foolish they might be.
Sometime prior to the Board's receiving the"""'" complaint,
you had received from the Board a rather ba~laint from
another patient. When you were notified of that complaint by the
Board, you responded appropriately to the complaint and the Board
ultimately dismissed the complaint for lack of merit. You
therefore knew what th
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Board' procedureswere and you should

have responded to the omplaint,no matter how you
personallyfelt about 1 .
