STATEMENT OF FACTS

1 Dr. Derboven has held an active license to practice medicine in the
State of Maine since 19__.

e In September, 1996, Bangor Mental Health Institute notified the Board
that Dr. Derboven’s privileges had been terminated because of ongoing delinquency
in maintaining records and not notifying the institute that he was unable to meet
the clinical needs of his patients.

S 3 The Board also received complaints from a community health care
facility and a boarding home that Dr. Derboven was frequently unavailable and had
failed to make appropriate arrangements to ensure continuous care and monitoring
for patients.

4. In 1996 and 1997, Dr. Derboven treated many psychiatric patients with
Clozaril and was responsible for monitoring these patients and prescribing their

medication.
