This is a proceeding brought pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. §3282

by the Plaintiff Maine State Board of Registration in Medicine

seeking the revocation or susDension of the license or the De:en-

dant Thomas G. Fiorica to Qractice medicine in the State of Maine.

The ~efendant is a medical doctor whose practice includes general

surgery and family practice and who has practiced in the Jay, ~aine

area since 1958. The Board alleges that Defendant has been con-

victed of a crime punishable by imprisonmentfor a period of one

year or more and has enga~e~ in unprofessional conduct.

Having received and considered the evidence and the written

and oral ar~uDents of counsel, the Court now makes its findings

of fact and concl~sions of law ~nd directs entry of its judgment

as fo Ilm.!s :

FInDINGS OF FACT

1. Defendant is 61 years of age and has been licensed as a

physician by the Plaintiff Board since 1958. Defendant Fiorica

has engaged in general surgery and family practice in the Jay,

11aine area since that time, has been active in cOTTUTIunityand civic

affairs without occasion ror disciplinary or criminal proceedings
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
