In re Douglas R. Hill, M.D. Consent Agreement Regarding
Non-Renewal of License

This Consent Agreement is entered into between Douglas R. Hill, M.D., the
State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine, and the Department of the Attorney
General pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. §8003 (5)(B) and 32 M.R.S.A. §3282-A.

STIPULATICNS

Dr. Hill has been licensed to practice medicine in the State of Maine since 1956
and has practiced as a family physician since at least 1955. The State of Maine is the
only jurisdiction in which Dr. Hill is currently licensed to practice medicine. The
Board has received complaints from nine female patients of Dr. Hill alleging
inappropriate conduct by Dr. Hill between the years 1963 and 1977. At the time of
the alleged inappropriate conduct the patients ranged in age from approximately 8 to
20 years old. The alleged conduct included: (1) inappropriate touching of a sexual
nature of a patient’s breasts and vaginal area, (2) inappropriate comments of a sexual
nature made by Dr. Hill regarding a patient’s breasts and possible erotic feelings on
the part of a patient while being touched by Dr. Hill and (3) unnecessary breast and
pelvic exams. On September 14, 1993, and November 9, 1993, the Board
preliminarily considered the complaints pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282 -A and
voted to proceed to an adjudicatory hearing to determine if Dr. Hill had engaged in
unprofessional conduct as set forth in 32 M.R.S.A. §3282-A(2)(F).

COVENANTS

In lieu of proceeding to an adjudicatory hearing, Dr. Hill agrees to the

following:

1. Dr. Hill’s license to practice medicine in the State of Maine will not be

renewed at the time his renewal of registration is required in April3qQ 1995, and his



license shall be deemed to have been permanently surrendered as of that time. Dr.
Hill will not be relicensed to practice medicine in the State of Maine by the Board of
Licensure in Medicine, or its successor.

2. Dr. Hill will immediately stop accepting new patients, and will
immediately stop seeing female patients 20 years of age or younger.

3. Dr. Hill will not seek to become licensed to practice medicine in any other
jurisdiction in the United States.

4. Dr. Hill waives his right to a hearing before the Board or any court
regarding all terms and conditions of this consent agreement. By executing this
agreement, the parties agree that the board has made no findings of fact.

5. Dr. Hill has been advised by counsel with respect to the terms of this

agreement.

PLANNING AGENCIES.

Drew Travers, PA-C, Chairman of the PA Advisory Committee and
Patricia Philbrook, CRN, Administrator of the Maine Family
Planning Agency were present for a discussion of whether a
Department of Human Services PHP Program rules which became
effective January 15, 1991, would constitute an increase in the
scope of service provided by Family Planning Agencies, who
currently operate under a relaxed 10% chart review requirement
pursuant to Chapter 3, Section 4(c) of the Board's Rules. The
PHP program would involve screening of nonsexually active
individuals (Family Planning currently evaluates only sexually
active individuals) and appropriate referral to a medical
provider for treatment.

MOTION was made by Dr. Darlington to advise the PA Advisory
Committee that the PHP Screening Program is deemed by the
Board to fall under the scope of rules for the Family
Planning Clinics. The motion was seconded by Dr. Serrage
and passed unanimously.

MOTION was made by Dr. Haverty to enter Executive Session for
advice of Counsel regarding legal issues regarding
complaints. The motion was seconded by Mr. Annett and
passed unanimously.
