Whereas Plaintiff Board of Registration in Medicine ("the
Board®”) has filed a Summons and Complaiht in Administrative
Court, Docket No. 86-7, dated January 8, 1986, and has reached
an agreement with Defendant Robert G. Kammerman, M.D.
("Kammerman") to settle this action without trial;

Whereas Kamﬁerman-admits the allegations made in Counts I,
IITI and IV of the Complaint;

Now, therefore, upon stipulation and consent of the Board
and Kammerman it is hereby Ordered, Adjudged and Decreed as
fﬁllows:

1. That the Administrative Court has jurisdiction of the
subject matter of this action pursuant to: 4 M.R.S.A.

§ 1151(2) (1979); 5 M.R.S.A. § 10051 (Supp. 1985); and

32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A (Supp. 1985). o
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2. That Kammerman's license to practice medicine in the
State of Maine is revoked, subject to the conditions of this
Stipulation and Order. During the time Kammerman's.license to
practice medicine in the State of Maine is revoked, he shall
not, in the State of Maine or-elsewhere:

a) practice medicine;
b) render any kind of medical or health services in any

capacity;

oy render any kind of psychiatric services in any
capacity;

d) render any kind of psychological services in any
capacity; ¥ ‘

e) rendeg any kind of social wo:k services in any

capacity; or : :

f) rendgr any kind of cognseling, therapy or treatment

services in any capacity.
Failure to comply with this provision shall result in the
permanent revocation of Kammerman's license to practice
- medicine in the State of Maine.

3. That Kammerman shall, throughout the time that his
license iﬁ revoked, undergo psychiatric treatment by a
Board-Certified psychiatrist or one selected by him and

approved by the Board. Failure to undergo or cooperate in this
psychiatric treatment shall result in the permanent revocation
of Kammerman's license to practice medicine in the State of
Maine.

4. That Kammerman shall, while his license is revoked,

write and submit to the Board a paper,fdemonstrating scholarly
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pursuit, on the subject of medical ethics, specifically . R
regarding sexual relationships between psychiatrists and their
patients.

5. That Kammerman shall immediately begin terminating
therapy with his current patients. The termination of therapy
shall be done in accordance with generally accepted psychiatric
practices. Furthermore, Kammerman shall discuss such
termination of therapy with his treating psychiatrist referred
to in paragraph 3,‘above. Termination of therapy conducted by
Kammerman shall occur during normal office hours and shall be
completed on or before September 15, 1986. Kammerman shall
permit the Board to communicate with his treating psychiatrist
fegarding Kammerman's termination of therapy of his current
patients. Kammerman shall execute whatever documents are
necessary for the Board to receive such communications from
Kammerman's treating psychiatrist.

6. That the revocation of Kammerman's license to practice
medicine in the State of Méine shall commence September 15,
1986.

7. That Kammerman's license to practice medicine in the
State of Maine shali remain revoked for a period of one year,
and until such further time as Kammerman is evaluated by a

Board-Certified psychiatrist (or one selected by Kammerman and
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approved by the Board) who submits a written report certifying
Kammerman's competency to practice medicine, aﬁd, if requested
by the Board within 45 days after receipt of the written
report, until Such further time as this psychiatrisﬁ certifies
Kammerman's competency to practice medicine in testimony before
the Board and answers the Board's questions regarding this
issue. The written report may be sdbmitted to the Board as
early as August 15, 1987. If requested, the psychiatrist's
testimony shall be held at the next regularly scheduled meeting
of the Board after the request is made. All costs incurred
regarding the psychiatrist shall be borne by Kammerman,
including, without limitation, fees and expenses incurred in
testimony before the Board.

8. That, one year after Kammerman's license is revoked and
after the conditions of all the paragraphs above have been
satisfied, Kammerman may apply for and the Board shall grant to
him a license to practice medicine in the State of Maine.
Should Kammerman fail to apply for and receive a license to
practice medicine in the State of Maine, the revocation
effected by this Stipulation and Order shall remain in effect
and his license shall remain revoked.

9. That if Kammerman resumes the practice of medicine or

renders any of the services specified in paragraph 2, above,
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in Maine or elsewhere, without first applying for and receiving
a license to practice medicine in the State of Maine, such
conduct shall result in the permanent revocation of his license
to practice medicine in the State of Maine.

10. SUPERVISORY PSYCHIATRIST AND REPORTS TO THE BOARD.

That, for the first one and a.-half years after being
re-licensed, Kammerman shall be required, on a weekly basis (or
on such other basis as the Board may approve), to meet in
person (not by telephone or by letter) with a supervisory
psychiatrist for the purposes of reviewing each of Kammerman's
cases and of discussing with Kammerman any other matters
pertaining to his practice of psychiatry. Kammerman's
supervisory psychiatrist shall be a Board-Certified
psychiatrist or one selected by Kammerman and approved by the
Board. If Kammerman shall be in practice of medicine in the
State of Maine and shall be unable to find a psychiatrist
willing to serve as a supervisory psychiatrist the Board shall
assist Kammerman in locating one. All costs incurred_with
respect to a supervisory psychiatrist, unless otherwise |
specified, shall be borne by Kammerman. Kammerman shall ensure
that his supervisory psychiatrist will send to the Board, every
three months, periodic written reports regarding his
supervision of Kammerman's cases. The Board at its discretion

may contact Kammerman's supervisory psychiatrist, either in
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person or on the telephone, to request further information,
including, without limitation, further written reports. Such
contacts shall be without cost to the Board. Furthermore, the
Board at its discretion may have Kammerman's supervisory
psychiatrist appear before the Board to respond to questions
regarding his supervision of Kammerman. Such appearance shall
be at the Board's expense. If, at the end of one and a half
years, Kammerman's supervisory psychiatrist certifies to the
Board that Kammerman no longer needs any supervision, then
supervision may be terminated.. Otherwise, supervision shall
continue on the same basis as noted above for such additional
period, not to exceed one and a half years, as the supervisory
psychiatrist may deem appropriate. Failure, without good
cause, to meet with and cooperate with this supervisory
psychiatrist shall result in the permanent revocation of
Kammerman's license to practice medicine in the State of Maine.

11. PUBLIC SERVICE. That, for a three yeaf period from

the date Kammerman is re-licensed, Kammerman shall donate
psychiatric services without charge fo an underserved
population in an underserved area of the State of Maine (or
such othér State as Kammerman may choose, but only if he does
not work or reside in Maine) for at least sixteen hours each
month. Within one month of the date ‘he is re-licensed,

Kammerman shall inform the Board in writing of the services he
