APPLICABLE STATUTES AND REGULATIONS

5. Pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(1) (Supp. 1983), the
Board may investigate or cause to be investigated all
complaints filed or on its own motion any noncompliance with or
violation of the statutes governing physicians, and if it
considers that suspension or revocation of the license is in
order, it may file a complaint in Admiristrative Court.

6. Pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(2) (Supp. 1983) the
Administrative Court may suspend or revoke a physician's
license to practice medicine if 1t finds that:

a) the physician engaged in the practice of fraud or
deceit in obtaining a license to practice medicine
within the meaning ¢f 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(2)(A)
(Supp. 1983); or

b) the physician engaged in unprofessional conduct
within the meaning of 32 M.R.S.A. 1 3282-A(2)(F)
(Supp. 1983), which is defined as the violation of any
standard of professional behavieor which has been

established in the practice of medicine.
