STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. The Licensee applied for a license to practice medicine in the State

of Maine on October 18, 2004. He disclosed on his application that he had

been disciplined by the State of Florida in 1994 for failing to properly supervise

an advanced registered nurse practitioner.

2. The Licensee's application was preliminarily denied because of his

history of discipline and the fact that he had not been involved in clinical

practice since 1995. The Licensee had confined his practice to FAA medical

examinations of pilots.
