This Consent Agreement is entered into between Asher S. A. Padeh, M.D., the
State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of Maine
Department of Attorney General, pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B) and
32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

At all times material to this agreement, Dr. Padeh has been licensed to
practice medicine by the State of Maine in inactive status. Dr. Padeh has also held
licenses issued by the States of New York and Florida. He is currently practicing
medicine in ti‘te State of Florida.

By application dated June 8, 1994, Dr. Padeh applied for renewal of his license
for the period June 30, 1994 through January 31, 1995. In response to a question on
the application which asked if he had been notified by the Licensing Board of any
State of the existence of allegations of misconduct filed with or by that Board, with
the caveat that accusations which remained open as of the date of the application
required a “yes” response, Dr. Padeh responded “no.” In fact, the State of Florida
had issued a complaint against Dr. Padeh on or about June 4, 1992, amended on or

about September 17, 1992, alleging a failure to practice medicine within acceptable
