) CONSENT AGREEMENT

This document is a Consent Agreement between Walter E. Penta, M.D., the

State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine (the "Board") and the State of Maine

Department of Attorney General, entered into pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A.

§ 8003{5)(A-1) and 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. Dr. Penta is a physician licensed to practice medicine in the State of

Maine by the Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine.

2. After receiving complaints from area pharmacists regarding Dr. Penta's

practice of medicine and prescribing practices, the Board initiated an investigation

pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(1) and subpoenaed records of several of Dr. Penta's

patients.

3. A review of pharmacy profiles for these patients showed that Dr. Penta

prescribed a high volume of controlled substances, including pain killers and

benzodiazapines, and muscle relaxants with very little documentation to justify

these prescriptions.

AGREEMENT

In lieu of continuing the investigation and proceeding to an adjudicatory

hearing on the complaint, Dr. Penta agrees to the following:
