This document is a Consent Agreement is entered into by Stephen D. Reed, M.D. ("the
Licensee"), the State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of
Maine Department of the Attorney General, pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5) and 32 M.R.S.A.
§ 3282-A.

FINDINGS OF FACTS

1. At all times relevant to this Consent Agreement, the Licensee has been licensed to
practice medicine in the State of Maine. The Licensee's primary specialty is family practice.

2. In April, 1998, the Board received a complaint from a patient of the Licensee who
alleged that the Licensee was prescribing narcotics without an examination and selling samples
to this patient.

3. The Board ordered an investigation of these allegations and found that the Licensee
was selling samples to Patient A in violation of law. A review of Patient A's record disclosed
poor documentation and questionable prescribing practices. The Licensee also failed to maintain
appropriate records regarding the ordering and dispensing of controlled substances.

4. When confronted with these allegations and the result of the Board's investigation, the
Licensee admitted that his care and treatment of Patient A was inappropriate but stated that this
was an isolated instance.

5. The Board ordered a random review of the Licensee's records to see if the pattern of

poor documentation and medical practice was limited to the Licensee's care of Patient A.
