CONSENT AGREEMENT
REGARDING CONDITIONAL LICENSURE
AND BOARD ORDER ISSUING LICENSEANTHONY W. SALEM, M.D.

This document is a Consent Agreement and Order regarding the issuance to
Anthony W. Salem, M.D., of a Conditional License to practice medicine in the State

of Maine. The parties to the Consent Agreement are Dr. Salem ("the Licensee"), the
State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine ("the Board"), and the Department of
the Attorney General pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. §§ 3271(5) and 3228-A(1) and 10
M.R.S.A. § 8003 (5)(A-1)(4).

I. BACKGROUND FACTS

Dr. Salem applied for a license to practice medicine in the State of Maine by
application received on March 5, 1993. His application is attached and incorporated
herein as Exhibit A. The Board considered Dr. Salem's application at its meeting on
September 14, 1993, at which time it was referred to the Board's Committee on
Licensure and Registration in view of the fact that at the time of his application, 21
malpractice claims had been filed against Dr. Salem since 1979. Not all of these
claims resulted in adverse action against Dr. Salem. Dr. Salem has not been
disciplined by any licensing authority.

The Committee was directed to meet with Dr. Salem to discuss his application
and this meeting took place on September I, 1994. Following that Committee
meeting, Dr. Salem's application was considered by the entire Board on September
13, 1994. At the meeting the Board voted to issue a license to Dr. Salem with the
following conditions.

II. CONDITIONS OF LICENSURE

The Licensee and the Board agree that the Licensee's license shall be
conditioned upon the Licensee's compliance with the following conditions of
licensure. Dr. Salem may not commence practice in the State of Maine until all of
the conditions precedent have been satisfied.
