STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. By application dated June 9, 1992,Dr. Shafey applied for renewal of his

license to practice medicine in the State of Maine for the period July I, 1992 through

J:une 30, 1994. In response to a question on the application as to whether he had

been notified by the licensing board of any state of the existence of allegations of

misconduct filed with or by that Board, with the caveat that accusations which

remained opened as of the date of the application required a "yes" response,

Dr. Shafe y signed the aDt:>licationindicatin g "no." In fact, the State of Florida,'-' ..~

Department of Professional Regulation, filed an administrative complaint against

Dr. Shafey before the Board of Medicine which was pending at the time of the Maine

license renewatr_on April 29, 1991. A final administrative order was filed with

respect to the complaint on August 24, 1992.

REPRIMANDS, FINES AND LICENSE MODIFICATIONS

1. Title 32 M.R5.A. § 3282-A(2)(A) and 10 M.R5.A. § 8003(5) authorize the

Board of Registration in Medicine to take disciplinary action against a licensee for
