Every six months, Dr. Mazerolle must make his mediczal records
available for Board inspection and review;

3. " Dr. Mazerolle must complete 75% of his continuing medical
education requirements within the specialty of OB-GYN.

A meeting of the Board of Registration in Medicine was held at Howard

Stephen Monaghan and George Sullivan and Attorney Ed Bradley. Doctors Elkins,
Nadeau and Vickers were unable to attend. Alsc present were Angelina Hubert and
Jennifer Paul of the office staff. Assistant Attorney General Michael Richards
arrived at 1:30 p.m. Frank Stred, Executive Director of the Maine Medical

Association was present for the morning session.

SECRETARY'S REPORT

The minutes of the Nbéemher 3, 1981 meetiné were approved without chénge.

NEW BUSINESS

The Board reviewed and granted a request for reinstatement submitted by
Cesar Castillo, M.D. of Jersey City NJ. His license had lapsed for failure to

reregister in 1980.
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Meeting with Attorney General and Deputy Attorney General

Attorney General Tierney and Deputy Attorney General Rufus Brown discussed
with the Board a number of problems and difficulties faced by both agencies. The
Board indicated its displeasure with the untimely and inadequate services from
that office citing as examples Board hearings held in June, 1981 which have not
vyet been finalized, a Board hearing due to be scheduled in January which has not
yet been arranged and a consent decree written and signed by attormeys from that
office with no input from the Board in a case that had been referred to the
Administrative Court. With regard tc the latter incident, Deputy Attorney General
Brown offered his apologies but then indicated that the office of the Attormey
General has legal authority to make its own decisions in such matters despite
Board determinations. The atiorneys and members of the Board agreed that improved
communications between both agencies may alleviate scme of these problems.

Meeting with Att orﬂey Severin Beliveau (representing S.W. Cho, M.D.)

Deputy Att orﬂey General Brown indicated to the Board that the consent decree
was binding and that Mr. Beliveau would obtain more information regarding the
nature of Docter Cho's field of practice and whether it was in the area of his

supervisor's specialty.

The Board directed the Secretary to review the materials that would be -for-
warded from Doctor Cho and/or his superviscr, and to contact Board members with
regard to the acceptability of the designated superviscor.
