AUGUSTA, ME - Ellen E. Michalowski, M.D.’s medical license was revoked by the Board of Licensure in Medicine on July 13, 2010.  Following an Adjudicatory Hearing, the Board found that Dr. Michalowski engaged in the practice of fraud or deceit, unprofessional conduct and habitual substance abuse.  It was also concluded that Dr. Michalowski violated Board rules and conditions of probation and demonstrated incompetence.  Dr. Michalowski practiced in Fort Kent.
During the Adjudicatory Hearing, the Board heard testimony that Dr. Michalowski issued prescriptions and obtained medication using the name of another person.  The Board found that Dr. Michalowski obtained the medication by using her “border area” license and using Canadian pharmacies.  In addition, the Board determined that Dr. Michalowski prescribed narcotics for a person without establishing a legitimate doctor-patient relationship or creating a medical record.
Dr. Michalowski had previously agreed to the temporary suspension of her medical license in September 2008 until the Board took final action regarding Dr. Michalowski’s alleged self-prescribing.  The Board had received information in July 2008 that Dr. Michalowski had been issuing prescriptions for a fictitious patient and picking up the medication herself.
Prior to the temporary suspension, Dr. Michalowski had accepted a reprimand and five year probation in a Consent Agreement signed with the Board on April 10, 2007.  Dr. Michalowski had agreed that during the probation she would maintain a relationship with a single primary care physician who would provide all her prescriptions, engage in counseling, and participate in the Physician Health Program.  This action was based on information, including prescription profiles and medical records, indicating that Dr. Michalowski was obtaining narcotics from more than a dozen medical providers, including one she supervised.  
All Board disciplinary actions are reported to the National Practitioner Data Bank, the Health Integrity and Protection Data Bank, and the Federation of State Medical Boards Action Data Bank.  These reports are regularly reviewed by every state licensing board in the country.

The Board is made up of 6 physicians and 3 public members appointed by the Governor.  Disciplinary actions taken by the Board are available to the public either by telephone at (207) 287-3601, or on the Board's website at www.docboard.org/me/me_home.htm.

The Board of Licensure in Medicine is the State of Maine agency charged with protecting the health and welfare of the public by verifying the qualifications of physicians to practice, and disciplining physicians for unprofessional conduct and incompetence.
