AUGUSTA, ME – David York, M.D., voluntarily surrendered his medical license in a Consent Agreement signed with the Board of Licensure in Medicine on July 13, 2010.  In the Consent Agreement Dr. York admitted he had been arrested for downloading child pornography from the internet. This action means Dr. York cannot practice medicine in the State of Maine.  Dr. York practiced in Augusta.
Dr. York contacted the Board on March 24, 2010 and advised it that he had been arrested.  Dr. York proposed temporarily surrendering his medical license.  On April 13, 2010 the Board reviewed the information and chose not to accept the temporary surrender.  The Board issued a complaint against Dr. York and in response to the complaint Dr. York agreed to voluntarily and immediately surrender his medical license.  The Consent Agreement closes the complaint.
All adverse licensing actions are reported to the National Practitioner Data Bank, the Health Integrity and Protection Data Bank, and the Federation of State Medical Boards Action Data Bank.  These reports are regularly reviewed by every state licensing board in the country.

The Board is made up of 6 physicians and 3 public members appointed by the Governor.  Disciplinary actions taken by the Board are available to the public either by telephone at (207) 287-3601, or on the Board's website at www.docboard.org/me/me_home.htm.

The Board of Licensure in Medicine is the State of Maine agency charged to protect the health and welfare of the public by verifying the qualifications of physicians to practice, and disciplining physicians for unprofessional conduct and incompetence.
